The Nucl ear Regul atory Comm ssion staff wll nmeet with
Consol i dat ed Edi son Conpany of New York officials on Friday,
Septenber 5, to discuss apparent violations at the Indian Point 2
nucl ear power plant.

Schedul ed to begin at 10:30 a.m in the D vision of
Nucl ear Materials Safety neeting roomat the NRC s Region |
office in King of Prussia, Pa., the predecisional enforcenent
conference wll be open to the public for observation.

Three violations of agency requirenents were identified
during a special inspection conducted by the NRC in July at the
Buchanan, N.Y., facility. They include: the operation of the
pl ant outside its technical specifications with regard to the
overpressure protection system and pressurizer safety val ves, as
wel | as the degraded performance of a reactor recircul ati on punp.

The decision to hold a predecisional enforcenent
conference does not nmean that the NRC has determ ned a violation
has occurred or that enforcenment action will be taken. Rather,
the purpose is to discuss apparent violations, their causes and
safety significance; to provide the |icensee with an opportunity
to point out any errors that may have been nade in the NRC
i nspection report; and to enable the licensee to outline its
proposed corrective action.

No deci sion on the apparent violations wll be nade at
this conference. That decision will be made by NRC officials at
a later tine.
