The subcommittee will discuss the
application of the Westinghouse Electric Company’s WCOBRA/TRAC best-estimate, large-
break, loss-of-coolant-accident code to nuclear power plants with upper head plenum injections;
the NRC thermal hydraulic code review action plan; and the status of the NRC thermal-
hydraulic research program.
