Dear Mr. Schmidt:

We have reviewed the final revision to the Wisconsin radiation protection rules, Chapter HFS 157,
“Radiation Protection,” and the changes you made to address the letter we sent you on November
27, 2002, received by our office on November 13, 2006.  These regulations were reviewed by
comparison to the equivalent Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) rules in 10 CFR Parts 20, 30,
32, 34, 35, 36, 39, 61, and 71 and the requirements of the five amendments identified in the
enclosed State Regulation Status (SRS) Data Sheet.  We discussed our review of the regulations
with Cheryl Rogers on January 8, 2007.

As a result of our review, we have 10 comments that have been identified in the enclosure.  Please
note that we have limited our review to regulations required for compatibility and/or health and
safety.  We have determined that if these regulations are revised, incorporating our comments and
without other significant change, they would meet the compatibility and health and safety
categories established in the Office of State and Tribal Programs (STP) Procedure SA-200.

We request that when you revise your regulations to address our comments, a copy of the “as
published” regulations be provided to us for review.  As requested in STP Procedure SA-201,
“Review of State Regulatory Requirements,” please highlight the location of any changes made by
Wisconsin, in response to our comments, and provide a copy to Division of Materials Safety and
State Agreements, Office of Federal and State Materials and Environmental Management
Programs (FSME) (see letter FSME 06-94 dated October 6, 2006 for further information).

The SRS Data Sheet summarizes our knowledge of the status of other Wisconsin regulations, as
indicated.  Please let us know if you note any inaccuracies, or have any comments on the
information contained in the SRS Data Sheet.  This letter, including the SRS Data Sheet, is posted
on the FSME website:   http://www.hsrd.ornl.gov/nrc/rulemaking.htm.

Wisconsin omits the paragraph “This exemption
does not apply to the transfer of byproduct material
contained in any food, beverage, cosmetic, drug, or
other commodity or product designed for ingestion or
inhalation by, or application to, a human being,” from
HFS 157.09(2)(a)(2).

 Wisconsin needs to add this paragraph to HFS
157.09(2)(a)(2) to meet the Compatibility Category B
designation assigned to 10 CFR 30.14.

2 157.09(2)(g) 30.21 N/A B Radioactive drug: Capsules containing carbon-
14 urea for “in vivo” diagnostic use for humans

Wisconsin references HFS 157.13(4)(i) in HFS
157.09(2)(g)(3).  This reference to HFS 157. 13 (4)(i)
does not match the reference to 10 CFR 32.21.
Either the correct reference needs to be inserted or
HFS 157.09(g) should reference 10 CFR 32.21. 

Wisconsin needs to revise HFS 157.09(2)(g) to
reference 10 CFR 32.21 to meet the Compatibility
Category B designation assigned to 10 CFR 30.21.  

3 157.53(1)(a)(2) 39.61 N/A B Requirements for Personnel Safety

The Wisconsin regulation includes the requirement
to completed a course recognized by the
department, the NRC, another agreement state or a
licensing state.  This requirement makes HFS
157.53(1)(a)(2) more restrictive than 10 CFR 39.61. 

Wisconsin needs to omit the requirements for
completion of a course in order to meet the
Compatibility Category B designation assigned to 10
CFR 39.61.

4 157.03(197m,
198, 199, 200)

71.4 2004-1 B Definition- Low Specific Activity

The definition of LSA-III omits the reference to meet
requirements of 10 CFR 71.77 ‘Qualification of LSA-III
material’.

Wisconsin needs to add the appropriate reference
corresponding to 10 CFR 71.77 to the definition of

LSA-III to meet the Compatibility Category B
designation assigned to Low Specific Activity in 10

5 157.92 (3)(a)  71.5(a) 2004-1 B Transportation of Licensed Material

Wisconsin omits the reference to “DOT regulations 49
CFR parts 107, 171 through 180, and 390 through 397"
from HFS 157.92(3)(a)(1). 

The State has not  adequately address the comment
regarding the inclusion in the introductory paragraph,
provisions that the licensee shall comply with the
applicable requirements of DOT regulations in 49 CFR
Parts 107, 171 through 180, and 390 through 397,
appropriate to the mode of transport, and the licensee
shall particularly note DOT regulations in the following
areas.  Wisconsin needs to include the revisions noted
above to meet the Compatibility Category B
designation assigned to 10 CFR 71.5.

Wisconsin needs to add the above reference to this
section to meet the Compatibility Category B
designation assigned to 10 CFR 71.5(a).

6 157.92 (3)(b)  71.5(b) 2004-1 B Transportation of Licensed Material

Wisconsin incorrectly references the DOT regulations
in HFS 157.92(3)(b).  The reference should be
changed to read “...49 CFR parts 107, 171 through
180, and 390 through 397...”.

Wisconsin needs to revise the DOT reference in HFS
157.92(3)(b) to read 49 CFR parts 107, 171 through
180, and 390 through 397 to meet the Compatibility
Category B designation assigned to 10 CFR 71.5(b).

2004-1 B Determination of A1 and A2

It was stated in a May 2006 letter that in Appendix O,
Subsection II, Wisconsin makes reference to values in
Table VII for values that may be used without
department approval. The correct table is Table VIII. 
Also Wisconsin did not include equivalent provisions
for the following 10 CFR Part 71, Appendix A
Subsections: II(b), II(c), III(e) and III(f).  Wisconsin
indicated that they will be correcting these items in their
next rule making.

Wisconsin needs to change HFS 157 Appendix O to
correct the Table reference in subsection II and add
subsections equivalent to 10 CFR 71 Appendix A II(b),
II(c), III(e), and III(f) to meet the Compatibility Category
