The Commission was briefed by an external panel and the NRC staff on issues related to the
cumulative effects of regulation (CER) and the risk prioritization initiative (RPI), including the
staff’'s identified lessons learned and possible approaches for implementing the RPI, as well as
licensee experiences with RPI pilot projects.
