The Board denied the
request for a hearing associated with the Tennessee Valley Authority’s license amendment
application for an extended power uprate for Browns Ferry Nuclear Plant Units 1, 2 and 3 in
Athens, Alabama.

The Commission voted to approve a Memorandum and Order that affirms the Board’s
decision in Licensing Board Panel-16-11 and denies a related request to suspend action on the
application.
