The Commission is being asked to act on a
Memorandum and Order that addresses the joint request of Waste Control Specialists LLC and
the NRC Staff to withdraw the Federal Register notice of opportunity to request a hearing
associated with Waste Control Specialists’ application to construct and operate a consolidated
interim waste storage facility in Andrews County, Texas, in light of the Staff’s suspension of
review activities associated with the application.
