Entergy Nuclear Operations, Inc., on behalf of itself and Entergy Nuclear
Generation Company, Holtec International, and Holtec Decommissioning International, LLC,
requested NRC consent to the indirect transfer of control of the licenses to Holtec International
and Holtec Decommissioning International, LLC and to the direct transfer of Entergy Nuclear
